Update from the Sustainability Committee:

While parish leadership is processing the results of the recent survey (a very encouraging response rate of 42 responses split between paper and digital copies), I thought it could be interesting to share a glimpse of the results specifically pertaining to volunteering:
In answer to the question "[if you believe our current building is integral to life and mission of our parish and want the parish to continue to inhabit it], what is the maximum amount of time you would be willing to contribute on a volunteer basis to help the parish achieve this goal?"

28 people responded to this question with the following breakdown:
2-5 hours per week: 50% 
less than 2 hours per week: 29%
6-10 hours per week: 21%
Over 10 hours per week: 0%

Our contributions as members are the key to unlocking favourable circumstances for our parish where we will not only survive but eventually thrive. I know many of you are already volunteering, and the parish is enormously thankful! That said, if you responded to the survey question above, I invite you to be in touch to discover how you can optimize your volunteering! It will greatly help those who are currently volunteering often many more than 10 hours/week, and will help our community sidestep volunteer burnout.
Also, if you are currently looking for something immediate to do, please see the attached Coffee Rota (I took this photo this past Tuesday): coffee hour hosts appear to be needed for most Sundays this month, so don't be shy!
Finally, I want to thank everyone who participated in the St. John's "delegation" at the October 2 Ville Marie consultation. 
The room was overflowing with concerned church members and citizens, and I think we had the biggest group of parishioners from any single church represented at the event.
